Mayor Bill Smith said the
issue was “simply taking down
a4 very unsafe building”, and
that as far as he could se¢ when
he walked through the hotel
shortly before the demolition
order was made, the renova-
tons made by the owner were
Just superficial repairs. It was a
matter of o little, 100 late.

Capital Housing Authority
and the City condemned the
Intermational last year afier an
inspection resulied in a three-
page list of safety issues rang-
ing from an unsafe foundation
1o a mouse infestation. An in-
junction prevenied demolition
in February when the former
owner challenged the demoli-
tion order. It was further de-
layed after Reg Tancowny
bought the hotel last June and
said he would renovate. Al-
though he started on renova-
tions, including work on the

Sister Mary Zuscar died

October 31, 2001 at the age of

89. Many of the people she
helped during her time in
Boyle Street and McCauley
are no longer living. Howey-
er, the legacy of her strupggle
for housing for seniors is that
Operation Friendship has
buildings sprinkled through-
out the neighbourhood.

Sister Mary was born in
1912, the age of many of the
older houses in our neigh-
bourhoods.

“She was the eldest of five
children and was only nine
when her mother died. She

spent the rest of their child-
hood sometimes with relatives,
sometimes in institutional care,
At the age of 13, she went 0
work,"” Sister Margaret McGov-
ern wrote in tribute o Sister
Mary. “When asked why she
became a Sister of Providence,
Sister, Mary once sald, “1 saw
the Sisters doing good work
and enjoying their lives, and |
wanted 1o be part of that fun
and enthusiasm

“Sister Mary's keen mind
was always asking, “Why”" It
was not enough for her to have
the satisfaction of relieving the
sufferings of the poor and sick
on a day-to-day basis,” said
Sister Margaret. “She ook a
degree in sociology to help
herself understand how socie-

ty worked so that she could use
this understanding to help oth-
ers, She wanted 0 know the
causes of poverty and of illness
50 that they could be eradicatl-
ed. not merely relieved. She
was forthright, even bluni, in
describing the injustices that
were done to the poor and in
prodding those who had the
power (0 change the system.
She was willing (0 make a nui-
sance of herselfl and o be dis-
liked in the interests of justice.™
