Sacred Heart School closure
New home for non-profi- ts
IWllILOIlARA 1

Sacred Heart is closing its doors as aschool in June, but it will soon reopen
as a community resource and home for several local non-prof- it groups.

In July, Change for Children, which is currently located in St. Michael
School, will relocate in the former school. It is expected that other non-prof- it

groups will soon follow. As well, the before and after-scho- ol daycare in
Sacred Heart will double in size. The gym will also continue to be available
for use by the community.

"Our goal is that Sacred Heart remain an integral part of the community,
just as it is today", said Gerry Hartland, property planning coordinator with
the Edmonton Catholic School District. "We want to work with the commu-
nity to help ensure the space is used for appropriate community uses."

In May 2001, as a result of declining enrollments in some schools, the
district adopted a policy to close some under-use- d schools, particularly in the
inner city. At the time, the decision was controversial, and local parents and
residents fought the policy.

In Boy le-McCau-
ley, this meant closing Sacred Heart School, demolish-

ing St. Michael School, and constructing a new school on the St. Michael site
to be called Mother Teresa School. The new K-- 6 school will have a total
capacity of 375, 1 50 in portables.

This spring, Hartland approached Action for Health Communities (AHC)
to consider relocating in Sacred Heart and coordinating the community use
of the space.

"I think she turned to us because we were seen as being well-connect- ed

with community agencies," explained AHC Coordinator Debbie Chaba.
"We're seriously considering taking on the role, in part because it's a great

opportunity forthe community."
The school board is looking to recover its operating costs for the site.

Hartland noted that making the space accessible to community groups is also

important. Several agencies have expressed interest in relocating to the site,
including the McCauley Community League and the Boyle McCauley
News.

St. Michael prepares for new beginnings

Tucked away in the heart of
the neighborhood is St. M ichael
School, a humble blue building
brimming with the warmth,
hope, and laughter of genera-
tions of students and staff. In
September, the same humble
blue building will relinquish its

duties to Mother Theresa
School, built just a few steps
away.

Mother Theresa is a cheery
sight indeed with its warm red-

brick exterior, numerous large
windows, and rainbow-hue- d

classrooms. Built much larger
than St. Michael with a maxi-

mum capacity of 375 students,
Mot her Theresa can more than
comfortably accommodate the
students of both St. Michael's
and Sacred Heart.

St. Michael will be torn
down to make way for Mother
Theresa's new playground. A

commemorative sign will be

erected to mark its place in his-

tory.
Why wasn't the new school

named after one of the schools
that it will be replacing? Cathy
Kaup, principal ofSt. Michael,
explains that it was simply be-

cause they wanted the two com-

munities of St. Michael's and
Sacred Heart to build the new
memories and bonds ofone sin-

gle community.
Forthe same reason, none of

the artwork and memorabilia
on the walls of St. M ichael will
grace the walls of the new
school. Instead, they will be
sent to the Edmonton Catholic
Schools' Archives. An art ist has
been commissioned to create
glass etchings for the new
school.

The students and staff arc
quite upbeat at the prospect of
moving into their new digs in
the fall. "It's so exciting for the
children, especially since

they've been abletosce Mother
Theresa grow from the ground
up," says the school's equally
excited principal.

They have gamely endured
the construction noise and the
loss of their playground this
year; the playground had to be
taken apart to make way forthe
new school.

Recess time was spent in the
front yard of the school where
teachers entertained the children
with ball games and hopscotch.

The staff did everything pos-

sible to keep up the students'
spirits, even letting the kinder-
garten and Grade One classes
draw on the walls as a once-in-a-lifeii- me

treat! One can only
hope that these one-of-a-ki- nd

walls will also be kept in the
archives forposterity's sake.

The teachers at St. Michael
have also been taken care of. A
few of them, including Kaup,
will move to Mother Theresa

while others have already taken
positions in txher schools around
the city.

Along with Mot herTheresa,
the Edmonton Catholic School
Board will be opening three
other new schools in Septem-

ber: St. John Bosco in the Lake
District, Archbishop Joseph
MacNeil in Terwillegar, and
Father Michael Troy in Mill-

woods.
All the special programs that

are an integral part ofSt. Michael
school, including the breakfast,
snack and hot lunch programs
and the ESL program, will still
beavailable at Mother Theresa

"Some of the children are
sad to see this building go,"
says Kaup, "but I tell them that
Iwe're like a family, an extend-

ed family, and we're moving to
a new home. After all, it's not
the building that matters, it's the
people inside."

My family moved to McCauley in November of 2002. We moved here

for a number of reasons. Wc found a lovely restored heritage home that is
located across the street from our very good friends, and close to other
friends living in McCauley and Norwood. Wc love the mature trees and the
diversity in the area and our oldest daughter attends Victoria School.

On May 15th, I had the opportunity to be a part of an appeal for a liquor
store that had been granted approval to be located on 92 Street on the south
side of 1 1 1 Avenue. We know about the problems in our neighborhood,
another liquor store would only add to them. Several community members
met to discuss our concerns and tour the location of the proposed liquor
store and the area surrounding the location. We met a second time to go
over our presentations.

Sister Nancy Conboy spoke about the concerns ofchildren and parents
attending their Headstart and evening programs as well as concerns regard-
ing intoxicated individuals sleeping on the lawn and passing by the Atone-
ment Home on their way to the hills behind Commonwealth Stadium.

Lori Cheperdak, a Norwood resident, spoke about her concerns with the
people behind the bottle depot on 1 1 1 Avenue, and told personal stories
relating to the problems of intoxicated people, vandalism, garbage, noise
and traffic problems that would only be magnified with the addition of
another liquor store in our area. John Rielly and myself spoke about our
concerns for safety in McCauley, sharing our observations and experiences
while walking our dogs and sledding on the Commonwealth Hills.

Last to speak was Jim Maxwell, a Norwood resident and President of the
Norwood Neighborhood Association. Jim, being a business consultant,
brought up the truths of actually running a business from this location, the
parking issues and the fact that many businesses have failed because of the
lack of asscssible parking for this block.

The people applying for the liquor store permit said they intended on
only being open during the hours of four to nine p.m., and catering to the
ethnic liquor needs, stocking specialty wines and beers. We won the
appeal and there will be no liquor store on 92 Street and 111 Avenue.

I personally feel a deep sense of gratitude to the other individuals for
sharing their stories, speaking up, doing the research regarding the zoning
and parking bylaws, and giving up a good part of their Thursday. I also
want to thank all the individuals who sacrificed their time and energy to
help make our community a safer and stronger place. Together we can
make a difference.

The market has already moved a couple
of times and Gilbert said for the next two
years the market is facing several temporary
locations.The idea now is to have the market
outside during the summer and to rent in
local buildings during the winter.

This will continue until the city finds an
ideal location for the market . Suzan McGee,
Execut ive director for the City Market, said,

"We are trying to make the market the
best it's ever been."

The area surrounding the market has lots
of crime and customers are being scared
away by this type ofenvironment.

McGee said the city is looking to make
the market more lively and visible in orderto
better serve its current clientele and at the
same time attract more customers.

McGee wants the market to be situated
within the proximity of Churchhill Square
because of the high customer traffic.

She hopes to arrive at a decision regard-

ing the market's summer location by the end
of the week.

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Justice for the poor

Centre for Equal Justice
ensures justice

The staff and volunteers who work
at Edmonton's Centre for Equal Jus-

tice believe that justice is forevcryone,
not just for those who can afford to pay
fork.

Since opening their doors down-

town in January of 2002, they've act-

ed on that belief by providing over 750
persons in need with free consulta-
tions with qualified lawyers who in-

form them of their rights and obliga-
tions.

"Our goal." says Executive Direc-

tor Nicola Fairbrother. "is to make
sure that everyone who comes to us
gets the knowledge they lack and the
support they need."

When they leave here we want
themtoknow that they' ve been heard."

About 20 of the persons attend-

ing the consultations receive free legal
representation.

Clients are selected on the basis of
their need, the availability of the Cen-

tre's staff lawyer Andrew Bachelder,
and the merits of their case.

The only cost to clients for the
representation they receive is a $20
administration fee, which can be
waived if necessary.

Many of the cases handled by the
Centre relate to matters not covered by
legal aid, especially landlordtenant
issues, employment, and debt.

Sometimes the Centre will repre-

sent a tenant whose landlord receives

iviai

the tenant's rent money, denies having
done so, and then tries to evict the
tenant.

As Program Manager Hlairc Charl-

ton says, 'There are some bad land-

lords out there."
Sometimes the Centre will inter

vene outside ofcourt, acting on behalf
of a tenant who has not paid rent, trying
to convince the landlord to give the
tenant time to get the money in order to
avoid eviction and the dire consequenc-
es that can follow.

"People often don't realizcjust how
devastating eviction can be," says
Hlaire Charlton. "It often means the
loss of the personal belongings left in
the suite and the beginning of home-lessness- ."

The Centre for Equal Justice, a
project of the Edmonton Social Plan
ning Council, is sustained by the finan
cial support ofdonors like the Alberta
Law Foundation and the volunteer
work of many Edmonton lawyers.

Nicola Fairbrother is grateful forthe
support, especially from the lawyers.

"Without the lawyers." she says,
"we wouldn't be here."

Thanks to the lawyers and other
supporters, the Edmonton Centre for
Justice is here, making Edmonton a
better place to live.

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Affordable housing units
to be built in Edmonton

More than 66 new affordable housing units will be developed
in downtown Udmonton using the recently announced $17
million in federal and provincial funding under the Canada-Albert- a

Affordable Housing Program Agrccmcnt.In total, there
arc eight projects in Alberta, two in Edmonton.

Brothers Tony and Peter Pino, two Ivdmonton developers,
have been granted $2,900,000 towards low-inco- me housing.
They will build 58 affordable housing units geared towards those
who cannot afford to pay market rent. The units will consist of
bachelor suites, two bedroom and three bedroom units, with rent
ranging from $30O-$56- 0 permonth. In order to avoid the creation
of a ghetto, the Pino brother's plan to build in more then one lot.

" When you arc building that many units all in one place, you
arc making a cramped atmosphere for all those people," said
Tony Pino, He also said the units built arc going to be first class,
and will make a difference in the quality of life for the people in

the community.
The brothers arc still looking for sites to build on and expect

to start construction in the spring of 2004 and finish in the fall of
the same year. They want to hold a meeting with the inner city
community within the next six months to gain some feed back on

what they want.
'There are a lot of people that arc really struggling out there

and this is a great opportunity to give back," Pino said.

Cameron McDonald of the Edmonton Inner City Housing
Society was given $400,000 to build eight, three bedroom
affordable housing units. These units arc geared towards low-inco- me

families and will rent for $530 per month.
They are going to be built in the area of 1 12 Avenue and 95

Street and construction will start during the summer months.
They should be ready for occupancy by the end of October, right
before winter starts.

The units are going to be by-lev- el town houses, and will be
divided into two four-ple- x units.
"This is especially important because we are providing afforda-

ble housing for those in need, and at the same time beautifying the
inner city," said McDonald.

In the past 20 years, the Edmonton Inner City Housing
Society has built over 150 housing units, providing homes for
some 300 inner city residents. Hundreds are still on waiting lists
for housing and the need is on the rise.

With the sixty-si- x new units, over 1 50 people will be provided
with the opportunity for affordable housing.

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We need affordable housing in Edmonton

City Councillor
Michael Phalr

Affordable housing remains
a key issue and a most difficult
problem for many Edmontoni-an- s

and the City. Wc continue
to sec high-en- d apartments,
condos and single residences
going up in many neighbour-
hoods, changing the landscape
of many parts of our city.
Ildmonton tops the list of all

municipalities in Canada with new housing starts. Yet
the Mayor's Task Force tih Affordable Housing says
housing in the city is not keeping up to the need for
affordable housing for pcople.I ask myself, as you
may, why it is we see so little happening in the afforda-
ble housing area?

Traditionally, responsibility for housing falls on the
Provincial and Federal governments as to overall policy
and funding. In the past, the role of the city has been
minor.

Essentially in 1992, both orders of government
moved out of social and affordable housing. The City
of Edmonton, along with others, has been actively
lobbying these governments to again provide affordable
housing funding. The Federal government has allocat-
ed new money over the past 2 years through a partner

ship with the Province. Unfortunately, very little of
that money has been matched or allocated by the
Province.

While Alberta is experiencing an economic boom
unlike any other part of Canada, many people on
fixed incomes or low wage jobs do not sec a financial
benefit from this boom. Indeed, housing costs get
even further out of reach for them as the boom in
some sectors drives housing costs up. Without the
resources from the Province, I fear the situation with
housing will get worse.

One area the City of Edmonton has made real
gains is in providing shelter for those in extreme need,
mainly through the Edmonton Housing Trust
Fund. The Trust Fund has proven to be an excellent
vehicle for some special needs Edmontonians. But in
the area of long-ter- m continuing and affordable
housing, both in rental and home owning, the lack of
Provincial and Federal funds for housing continues to
prove problematic.

350 and 400 people come to our
school that day. Some just sat
and reminisced until 7 p.m. that
evening," said Player.

Those memories flowed
freely for alumni of Sacred
Heart School. They remembered
favourite teachers such as Mrs.
Velma Lancaster and Mrs.
Shirley Sirois who taught ele-

mentary grades at the school for
many years.

And there were many pop-

ular junior high teachers who
graced the hallways. Alumni
recalled Mrs. Nadine Thomas,
whose gregarious laugh and
sense of humour set everyone at
ease. And no one could forget

Mr. Lucicn Farro, a five foot
two inch ball of fire, humour
and passion. There was the off-the-w-all

Mr. Wilson, whose
long curly hair and mod clothes
were certainly not the standard
for the time. And of course eve-

ryone's favourtie principal, Mr.
Arthcr "Bud" Arbcau, a giant
of a man who truly was a gen-

tleman and a leader. "He is a
really nice man who was al-

ways extremely professional.
He always was very caring for
the children," said Mrs. Lan-

caster. She, along with Arbcau
and Mrs. Sirois were among the
many educators who attended
the closing ceremonies. She
fondly remembered the school
as a "pleasant, loving place to
be in. It was truly a very Chris-

tian experience of faith, hope
and experience."

Lancaster came to Sacred
Heart in 1967 and retired in
1990. "The school was a won-

derful experience that any
teacher can hold in her memo-
ries as precious and rewarding.
I felt very honored to have this
place in my teaching experi-
ence," she said.

"It was really a multi cultur-
al centre of children of all na-

tionalities. It was a maker of
many proud citizens of Edmon-
ton and Canada."

phetically on the 60th anniver-
sary of the school,

"It is my sincere wish that
the Christian spirit that was in-

stilled (in the school) will live
on . . . and become stronger with
the passing of the years. A school
is not only a building - it is the
people who attend it. So, even
though the building has
changed, Sacred Heart School
continues."
